Changping District, Beijing, about 50 kilometers away from Tian ‘anmen, the
mausoleum area is surrounded by mountains on the east, west and north sides,
with a plain in the middle, In front of the mausoleum, there is a small river
winding and twisting. The mausoleum area is about 120 square kilometers,
